2024-2025 Rolling Application Terms & Conditions

ANNOUNCEMENT:
The Brandywine Creek Greenway Mini Grant Program will now be accepting applications on a rolling deadline basis! Terms of this open call for applications run from October 1st 2024 through August 1st, 2025, but ALL PROJECTS MUST BE COMPLETED IN FULL BY OCTOBER 1, 2025.

All projects that meet the guidelines for eligibility will be accepted for review. Please see these guidelines and the BCG Goals and Objectives for determining suitability. A pre-selected review committee will be scoring the projects based on the Mini-Grant Scoring Form.
Rolling application awards dependent on availability of remaining funds.

Project must meet the following criteria:
· Located within Pennsylvania 
· Located within a Greenway municipality
· Applicant must be a municipality or 501c3 certified non-profit
· Project shows high probability for success and viability
· Include a detailed plan to show full implementation by September 1, 2025 
· Projects must earn an average score higher than 33 points per the Scoring Form to be deemed eligible.

Non-eligible activities include, including but not limited to: 
· Acquisition fees
· Non-ADA accessible paths and trail construction
· Equipment that is mobile with the potential to be used for other, non-DCNR funded projects or activities
· Administrative staff time or salary reimbursement
· Maintenance activities or fees occurring after October 1, 2025
· Projects located outside of a Pennsylvania Greenway Municipality
Exceptions may be made on a case-by-case basis with approval from the DCNR Bureau Project Manager


Eligible matching funds to show a 50:50 match may include, but not limited to:
· Chester County Preservation Partnership Grant Program
· DCED Greenways, Trails and Recreation Program
· Delco Greenways Grant Program
· PECO Green Region Open Space Program
· T- Mobile Hometown Grants Program
Examples of eligible projects include, but not are limited to:
· Planning documents to support conservation, recreation and the protection of natural, cultural and historic resources
· Boat launch infrastructure
· Trailhead infrastructure, parking or signage
· Preservation of elements within a historic or culturally significant site
· Park enhancements
· Native vegetation plantings such as trees, shrubs, meadow grasses and pollinator-friendly plants
· Invasive species removal
· Educational opportunities
· Interpretive and wayfinding signage
· Green Stormwater Infrastructure
· Recreational facilities or enhancements
· Infrastructure to support community and climate resilience for food access, transportation, shade, cooling or stormwater infiltration


NOTE: ALL ELEMENTS OF THE PROJECT MUST BE COMPLETED BY OCTOBER 1, 2025. This includes all close-out documents, signed in full, in addition to a final site inspection to be conducted by a Brandywine Conservancy staff member.
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
